What is it used for?

The FlexiHead is widely used for folding
carton, corrugated and most other paper-
boards. It combines highly accurate cut-
ting with power and robustness even for
the most complex and compact materials
such as solid board and the full range of
synthetic materials used for packaging and
displays.

LubriCool is an option for the MultiCUT-HP.
It cools the milling bit and lubricates the
routing process. Resulting in significantly
higher productivity and an extended life
length of the milling bits for materials such
as Aluminum composite Material (ACM) and
some aluminum alloys.

The system is set up with a reservoir with
special “oil” that is converted into a mist with
help of compressed air and a mixing zone.

The mist is sprayed directly on the router
bitvia three nozzles during operation, only a
small drop off oil every 10 seconds is needed
(factory preset). This small amount ensures
no trace on samples and low consumption.
